MARYôS GOLD 654725 

Sunless Heritage Ancestor

In 1956, Earl C. Lehew took his sorrel mare 

Mary Lehew to the court of a palomino stallion 

owned by Vance Paschall. The palomino 

stallion, registered as Wilsonôs Yellow Gold, 

was a son of Wilsonôs Desert Gold, whose sire 

was Allenôs Red Eagle, one of the sons of the 

noted foundation mare Bonnie Hendrixson who 

left her mark on the Tennessee Walking Horse 

breed chiefly through her palomino descendants.  

Allenôs Red Eagle was sired by Red Eagle F-61, 

a standard bearer for the older plantation 

bloodlines that were established in Middle 

Tennessee before Allan F-1 made his fated 

journey from Kentucky to Middle Tennessee. 

Mary Lehew herself traced to Red Eagle F-61 

through her second dam Ruby Gray. Mary was 

sired by Buddie Dare, a son of Yearickôs 

Bourbon King, with Buddieôs grandsire being 

Hunterôs Allen F-10. The following year, Mary 

Lehew dropped a palomino filly with no 

markings by the Paschall-owned stallion. 

 

Times being what they were in 1957, Earl Lehew 

did not register his new golden filly. The market 

demanded high stepping show horses, and this 

little filly would never be. She matured at only 

14.2 hands, but had the gait, energy, and attitude 

to make a good riding mare. Although short in 

stature, her bones enabled her to carry weight 

with ease. She developed into an indefatigable 

trail mare, smooth as silk and almost fearless.  

 

In the mid-sixties, the Tennessee Walking 

Breeders Association changed the rules for 

registration. No longer could adult horses be 

registered. All foals must be registered in the 

year of foaling, with stiff penalties accruing for 

the registration of yearlings. Any horse not yet 

registered at that time were given a deadline for 
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applications to be filed. The word got out to the 

country breeders who had been procrastinating, 

and many rose to the challenge to fill in the 

registration applications and write out the checks 

to get papers for their purebred horses. Among 

those who did so was Earl Lehew, and his then 

eight year old palomino mare became Maryôs 

Gold 654725.

Perhaps another reason that Lehew obtained the 

registration certificate on Maryôs Gold in 1965 

was that she was carrying her first foal. This was 

a sorrel filly by a stallion named Ruthôs 

Proctonot, a Merry Boy great-grandson.  Marry 

Annôs P was followed the next year by a 

palomino full sister given the name of Clementôs 

Red Lady.  Marry produced only colts, none of 

which went into production, while Lady had no 

foals registered to her. Those two lines from 

Maryôs Gold ended with the death of the two 

Proctonot mares. Her third and fourth foals were 

colts sired by Imperial Go Boy, a linebred Merry 

Boy horse. These two arrived in 1968 and 1969, 

but neither saw service in the stud. 

 

In 1970, Maryôs Gold, open as a riding mare, 

became the property of The Shacklett family in 

Murfreesboro, Tennessee. They bred her to 

Delights Chance, with the result a palomino filly 

named Chances Darling Lady. This sorrel mare 

produced four foals, by two show-bred stallions. 

A year later, Mary went to the court of Sunôs 

Dark Beam, who was being touted as ñThe 

Successor to the Sunò. Beamôs Golden Lady 

arrived in 1973. Never shown, Golden Lady 

went on to produce offspring whose descendants 

are still in production today. 

 

In 1974, one of the Shacklett stud colts, this one 

by Pride of Midnight and out of a No Limit 

Allen mare, reached maturity, although his 

owners did not realize it.  Three foals arrived in 

the spring, including one out of Maryôs Gold. 

Suddenly overwhelmed by an unplanned equine 

population explosion, the Shackletts ran an ad in 

the local paper, Murfreesboroôs Daily News 

Journal. In the market for another mare for the 

court of our 16.2 linebred Millerôs Wilson Allen 

stallion, we entered the picture at this point by 

responding to the ad. 

 

Having grown up watching Roy and Dale ride 

off into the sunset on Trigger and Buttermilk, 

Harry and I liked golden horses. Maryôs Gold 

was older, and therefore more affordable than the 

other horses being offered for sale. She was also 

open, which to us was a plus at the time. The 

Pride grandson was not weaned, which meant we 

had to buy him as well. I wasnôt exactly sure 

what to think of her pedigree, since like most 

newbies to the breed (only ten yearsô 

experience), I knew and understood only the 

bloodlines that had seen competition in the show 

ring and were advertised in the VOICE and Blue 

Ribbon. 

 

Maryôs Gold and her bright golden colt arrived at 

Abrandoned Acres in Christiana on a sunny late 

afternoon. Rip was running with our mare herd. 

When he saw the brightly gleaming mare and 

matching foal racing toward him, he collected 

his mares and took them to the woods. Later on, 

once he adjusted, Mary became his companion 

of choice on the days when he supervised his 

mares.

 A second palomino filly, Morning Sunfire,  

arrived the following summer.  Mary settled in 

foal to Rip for a third time, and in the late spring 

of 1978, we decided that we would keep the two 

fine palomino fillies that we had raised and sell 

the mother, if we could find a good home for her.  

We did, and she foaled a chestnut filly by Rip for 

the new owner. Two years later, in 1980, she had 

one last filly by a Midnight Sun stallion. 

 

The Sunless bloodlines of Maryôs Gold continue 

on mainly through Beamôs Golden Lady and 

Gold Before the Storm. Stormy produced nine 

foals for Pinefolly Farms after Harry and I, along 

with young son Adam, moved to southwestern 

Bedford County. Seven of these are Heritage 

Horses, now found in Canada, Texas, and 

Wisconsin, as well as Tennessee. Six of these 

nine are Sun-Once horses sired by the late Red 

Budôs Rascal. 

 

 
The eldest of the Sun-Once family sired by 

Red Bud's Rascal and out of Mary's Gold 

daughter Stormy, Moonlit Laughter as a filly 

in the late spring of 1990. ñDollyò now resides 

with Fran Kerik in Alberta, Canada  
 

 

Unfortunately for color lovers, only two of her 

palomino foals lived to maturity.  One is 

Wind Dancer in the Storm, a palomino stallion 

owned by Will and Nancy Broyles of Tennessee 

Colony, Texas.

Continuing 

on is her great granddam of: "Mary's Gold", who 

brings in "Wilson's Desert Gold", son of:

"Hendrixson Bonnie by ***Red Eagle F-61". 

Topaz does track back to ***Red Eagle F-

61 three times thru "Mary's Gold" blood lines. 

Red Eagle is pre-Allen breeding that was used by 

Vance Paschall, along with the John's A Chance. 

in his palomino breeding program. 

  

As Topaz is the only Certified Heritage mare that 

is a "cremello with a homozygous agouti gene", 

she will continue to be a valuable brood 

mare. Topaz was trained as a two year old, when 

she showed that the "old blood tells true" with 

her "walking". But Sandy has plans to try to 

sneak Topaz off for some trail riding in the 

future as well.

owned by Arrows Walkers in Arapahoe 

Colorado. Blue Gold sired Golden Gambler so 

the bloodlines continue.

We had no idea what we had when we had 

Merry Man's Charm, no idea at all. The folks 

here in Colorado were just getting into the 

Walking Horses and were bringing in a lot of 

not- so- nice, pacey, ex- show horses, because 

they didn't know what they could have had if 

they'd just looked to the west. I knew that I did 

not want what was available here and by 

accident saw an ad in the Denver paper for 

"Dolly". She was being sold by a gentleman who 

had gone up to Calvin's to find her, and he had 

trained her beautifully, and we were so blessed to 

find her. It took us a few years to figure out just 

what we had, and we had some lovely 

conversations with Calvin before he passed 

away. We then found a wonderful son of Sun's 

Delight D., and from these two beautiful horses 

we got some beautiful, gentle, calm, and kind 

foals.

We also owned Miller's Glamour Boy for the last 

few years of his life, and I bred my Merry Man's 

Charm daughter to him, and she gave me a 

beautiful chestnut filly. I could only support two 

horses because of changes in my life ,and so I 

kept that Merry Man's Charm daughter and 

Jetstar's Sunrider and sold her filly, Promise of 

Glamour, and I believe she is now on a ranch up 

in Wyoming. Miller's Glamour Boy was returned 

to Calvin's ranch after Wade had taken over, and 

he knew he was home. He started trumpeting 

when he hit the ranch, and I was told that he 

actually bred and settled a few mares and then 

passed away two weeks after his return.

In a follow up letter, Annette writes:  Glamour 

was an amazing boy - very gentle, mellow, and 

kind. We only owned him for a few years, but he 

was a joy. You could take him anywhere and put 

anyone on him, and he was always a gentleman. 

We bought him from a friend of Calvin's who 

lived here in the area, and she is the one who 

took him back up to Calvin's ranch just before 

both Calvin and Glamour died. Glamour bred 

several of Calvin's mares in the weeks before he 

died. 

  

Merry Man's Charm was purchased from Calvin 

by a gentleman in Fort Collins, Colorado, whose 

ad we saw in the Denver paper. This man had 

trained "Dolly" beautifully and gently, and we 

were so blessed to have found her. Once we saw 

the quality of the horses Calvin was breeding and 

rode that natural gait, we sold our other Walkers 

that had all come from back east. 

  

It is a comfort to know that Calvin's bloodlines 

survive through Rambo and Peaches. Peaches 

had a filly by Glamour named Promise of 

Glamour who was sold to a lady in Wyoming. I 

have tried to track her down but was not 

successful.  Rambo is living out his days at my 

boarding facility up near Evergreen, Colorado 

and is happy, healthy, and runs on 100 acres with 

his great grandson, Image, who I was blessed to 

find two years ago.

Nya Bates, Melba, Idaho, was awarded the 

FOSH Trainer of the Year and Breeder of the 

Year award for 2010 

 

Friends of Sound Horses (FOSH) is a national 

organization which promotes the sound gaited 

horse in many venues across the United States. 

The criteria for Trainer of the Year was that the 

trainer employed humane methods for training 

gaited horses which means that the trainer 

utilizes natural and sound techniques rather than 

gimmicks and creative shoeing to achieve gait. 

Another criteria was that the trainer trains horses 

for tasks other than simply rail or showing such 

as hunting, field trial, trail, pleasure and ranch 

work. 

 

 Nya Bates submitted a video of a 16 year old 

Tennessee Walking Horse stallion (owned by 

Diane Bromenschenkel) that was purchased last 

summer. This horse, who had never been ridden, 

was started by ground-driving to teach him the 

basics of yielding to the bit and then started 

under saddle. She also submitted her training 

regime, philosophies and techniques as well as 

information describing the many venues 

and disciplines of horses trained at Bates Gaited 

Horses. Horses trained have been used for 

hunting, show, pleasure, trail and field 

trial. Many clients gave wonderful letters of 

recommendation stating that she always 

strives for the compassionate education of the 

horse and rider. After submitting documentation 

to a FOSH panel, Nya was awarded the very 

prestigious Trainer of the Year Award for 2011. 

  

 FOSH also has an award for Breeder of the Year 

which requires that a breeder uses sound 

breeding management in producing naturally 

gaited horses. The criteria for this award is that 

the nominee owns the sire, dam and produce. 

Rocky & Nya Bates submitted photos, pedigrees 

and video of the filly Ultimate Wind (Gale) by 

Go Boy's Windwalker and out of Ultimate Miss 

Lady for consideration. Ultimate Wind was 

chosen and Rocky & Nya Bates were awarded 

The Breeder of the Year award for 2011. 

   

 We are proud to be recognized by such a 

wonderful organization and thank the sponsors 

and panel judges for these prestigious honors.

Some time ago, Slush Creek Walkers received an 

email from Mr. Fernando inquiring about a black 

filly by Delightôs Midnight Legend.  Mr. 

Fernando is from the Dominican Republic, 

which is an island in the Caribbean in between 

Cuba and Puerto Rico; the island is divided in 

two, on one side Haiti and on the other side is the 

Dominican Republic. He and his family live in 

the capital city, which is Santo Domingo. 

 

 They do lots of trail riding and already have 

gaited horses, Paso Finos, but have found the 

Paso Finos too small for their taste. They like the 

gait but wanted something bigger that might 

cover more ground even quicker. We answered 

his email that we did have two weanlings by 

Delightôs Midnight Legend; however, they were 

not quite what he was looking for.  So we 

pointed him in the direction of a Slush Creeks 

Jubal S daughter that we have for sale. Her name 

is SCW Jubals Onyx Diva; she is coming 3 years 

old and 15.2hh. She was more like what he was 

looking for, and another Slush Creeks Jubal S 

daughter had caught his eye, too. She is a bay 

coming 2 year old named SCW Merry 

Jubalation. 

 

 Many emails, pictures, and videos were 

exchanged, and a deal was finally struck for both 

fi llies and for SCW Jubals Onyx Diva to be bred 

to Delightôs Midnight Legend before she left 

Montana. Payment was made via Western 

Union, which was really much simpler than we 

had expected. Then we began coordinating with 

the quarantine farm in Miami, where the fillies 

will live for 6 weeks. We also assisted with the 

search for a transport company to haul them 

from Montana to Miami, and we also needed to 

have our vet on board.  This far north, there are 

not enough hours of daylight, so the mares are 

not cycling; we had planned to wait to ship until 

Onyx was in foal. However, that was going to 

put shipping the fillies into May at the earliest, 

so Mr. Fernando decided to wait with the 

breeding until later. He would get the fillies 

there, let them get settled in and acclimated, and 

breed later.  

 

The Coggins has been drawn and the transport 

company booked for the first week in April.  

Interstate Health certificates will be done in three 

weeks. The fillies have been vaccinated against 

Venezuelan Encephalitis, which is about the only 

difference from our vaccination program.  Mr. 

Fernando tells me there are not many TWHôs in 

the Dominican Republic; he thinks 

approximately 20 to 30. He and his family are 

very excited to have the fillies coming to them, 

and we feel quite honored that our Jubal 

daughters are going to the Dominican Republic. 

We are confident these two fillies will be an 

excellent representation of the Heritage Society, 

Heritage outcrosses, and our breed as a whole.
